Request for Proposals (RFP)
The Town of Fair Haven, Vermont seeks proposals from qualified contractors to haul the Town’s solid waste and specified recycling materials for the following period:

· April 1, 2014 – June 30, 2015 (Note: this is an extended “year” to align the contract period with the Town’s fiscal year.)
· July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2016

· July 1, 2016 – June 30, 2017

The waste and recycling materials are located at the Town’s transfer station. Hauling shall be on an as needed basis with approval required from the Town Manager, the DPW Superintendent, or their designees.

Proposals shall indicate their intended adherence to the applicable conditions and requirements for the construction and operation of the Town’s Transfer Station outlined in its January 2014 Solid Waste Management Facility Certification.

Proposals shall provide proof of insurance sufficient to cover liability, injury, property damage, and other coverage necessary to conduct the hauling services the Town seeks, including insurance coverage dealing with any subcontractors. Specific amounts will be determined prior to executing any contract with the preferred contractor. However, at a minimum, combined single limit for each occurrence shall be according to the following:

· Commercial general liability coverage = $1,000,000
· Commercial auto coverage = $1,000,000
· Workers’ Comp & employers liability insurance = $1,000,000
· Property insurance

Proposals shall adhere to the attached Solid Waste Hauling Bid Sheet:

a. Solid waste disposal (household and commercial garbage)
b. Construction & demolition debris, including bulky waste (e.g., furniture)
c. Tires

d. Untreated wood

e. Bricks/mortar/concrete

f. Food scraps (collected in compliance with VT Act 178)

g. Appliances

h. Separated recycling materials

The Town owns one (1) 40 cy open container for the initial collection of construction and demolition debris, and the like. The Town also owns one (1) 40 cy closed container for use with the on-site, Town owned compactor used for the initial collection of solid waste.

Beyond the above, proposals should assume that the hauler will own any other containers necessary for the collection and transfer of the solid waste and recycling materials identified in this RFP.

The preferred hauler shall be responsible for any labor costs involved with the repair of the Town owned compactor. The Town will be responsible for providing any necessary parts for any such repair. The Town also is responsible for adhering to a reasonable maintenance schedule of the compactor to minimize the occurrence of costly repairs.
Note: the Town is in need of a new compactor. Proposers are encouraged to include a separately itemized bid for its replacement.

Proposals should assume that Town staff will be responsible for loading the separated recyclables into containers owned by the hauler.
