Treasurer’s Report:  Art Sabin gave the report. We currently have $3,151.93 in the checking account. The CD amount is the same as last month.  June will go to the Heritage Credit Union today to make a deposit for a post and check on the current balance.  No one has seen a statement from the bank in the mail.  Ceil moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report and Dani seconded it.  Motion carried.
Newsletter:  We thanked Victoria for the newsletter.  One concern is the current database of those receiving the newsletter needs to be updated.  Victoria worked with Art, Ceil and the life membership and business sponsorship lists to create a new spread sheet.  Members are asked to let Victoria know of any changes.
Old Business: Spring Fling.  We will be raffling off three baskets (fishing supplies, women’s basket, and one for a child).  We will also have plants and books to sell.  Members volunteering to work that day include set-up by Lorraine, Mary and Art.  Others volunteering to work in the park include Dani, Cindy, Carol, Art, Mary and June.  Everyone needs to bring items for the baskets to next month’s meeting.  Cindy will look upstairs and get the list of veterans ready for display.  
Members of the board subcommittees met previous to the board meeting.  Expo members discussed ideas on the display.  They showed a map of various houses built in the shape of a cross.  We will make a display of the map and put small wooden cross figures where the houses are located. Francis will work on making a foam board replica of a house.  Dani is going to get the measurements of the house.  Folks who are willing to go work at the Expo include Francis, Art, Mary and Lorraine.  In addition, Dani, Francis, Ceil and Victoria are willing to help with the creation of a display.
Betty and her Lyon Family Reunion committee (Betty ,June, Ceil  Dani, Lorraine and Mary) discussed events that we can host on the Saturday when the Lyon Family is in Fair Haven. They will be here the first weekend of August.  Ideas include a Slate Tour in the morning followed by a potluck lunch either at the Congregational Church or at the Eagles Pavillion.
