Monthly Meeting Minutes

August 12, 2013

Called to order at 6:38 PM

- There has been some contact with the school about Charter Day but the school did not respond for an exact time or day to meet. Betty and Mary Jane agreed to do the “birthday” celebration.  The date was set for Friday the 25th.  Ceil will be committee chairperson for the event.  Lorraine and Judy Sheldon also offered to help. 

- Lorraine gave an update on the Barrel Project.  There are four barrels completed by the Fair Haven Union High School students.  The Fair Haven Grade School has one to be completed this year.  One will be placed in the window Edward Jones window.

- Dani and Lorraine met with Charles Slack, a CT author who is writing a book on Sedition.  He had question about Matthew Lyon.  After the discussion Dani escorted him on a walking tour of the town. He agreed to come back for a Book/Author presentation.  His book will not be published until the fall of 2014. 
-We did have a discussion about Matthew Lyon and the false information that has been printed about him.  
-Mary Jane and Betty met with a guest of the Marble Inn that believe she is a direct decendant of ML
-The upcoming Applefest in the park was discussed.
